Architect Anton De Kock’s stunning combination modern influences on timeless Cape Dutch styling has rendered a home that is not only beautifully appointed, but also ties into the Bouchard Finlayson philosophy of superlative wine making.

Toni Tollman, of the Tollman family has played an integral role and has been the driving force in the success of this project. Toni’s extensive research into local raw materials, artwork, furnishings and labour has resulted in a magnificent mix of stylish, distinctive and chic décor and design. Each object or piece of furnishing was meticulously chosen and appointed, making each room creatively different and exciting. The homestead is a testimony to all the extraordinary talent, workmanship and expertise available in South Africa today.

In keeping with the Cape Dutch layout, this thatched residence comes complete with a centrally situated ‘great room’. This strikingly appointed space includes a generous lounge and dining area, and can comfortably accommodate some 28 guests.

Two large fireplaces flank this room and opening up off this entertainment area is an inner courtyard, which again highlights the Cape Dutch inspiration. Magnificent valley and ocean vistas from the courtyard further enhance the natural surrounding beauty of this residence. 

Leading off the great room is a traditional farmhouse kitchen, a study equipped with the latest modern communication technologies and two generously appointed bedroom suites. Each of the luxurious bedroom suites includes a private patio, a fireplace, dressing areas and luxurious en-suite bathrooms. The farmhouse kitchen is designed around the traditionally large central kitchen table and includes all the latest modern conveniences.

While the upper living quarters of the Homestead is a private residence the wine cellar situated in the basement of the house will be used for special events and wine tastings, select gatherings and the launches of new wines. This almost theatrical brick vault is linked by deep brick arches and dramatic low-level uplighting and has created a tasting area full of natural ambience.

A third bedroom suite is positioned adjacent to the cellar with possible future use by manager or housekeeper in view of keeping an eye on some of the best wines the Hemel-en-Aarde Valley has to offer!

This dramatic yet understated home required some exceptional pieces of furniture to balance what can only be described as a very traditional yet sublime architectural tour de force. The balance between present-day and time-honoured elegance has been perfectly struck by the use of excellent décor pieces, which enhances the living and working spaces. 

The Homestead’s impressive art collection has all been sourced locally and many of South Africa’s leading contemporary artists can be found adorning the home’s walls. Some of the many pieces that can be found include works by Walter Oltmann, Wim Botha, Hylton Nel and Rupert Shepard.

The new Homestead is not only an understated architectural work of art, but also a home that looks and feels timeless in style and design. Architectural and décor elements have been used in such a way as to simply augment the famously picturesque Walker Bay Wine Valley. The Homestead is a most welcome addition to one of the regions leading wine producers.
